
 

 

COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 
 
Courthouse, Clay Center, Nebraska, December 23, 2014 at 8:00 A.M. 
 
The Clay County Board of Supervisors met December 23, 2014 as per public notice 
given in the Clay County News on December 17, 2014 a copy of the proof of publication 
being on file in the County Clerk’s Office.  Availability of the agenda was communicated 
in the advance notice of the meeting.  Chairman Fintel presided with roll call showing 
the following present:  Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw and Fintel; 
absent:  Nuss.  Minutes of the meeting held December 16, 2014 were mailed to the 
board members.  All of the proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened 
meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
Chairman, Ivan Fintel stated that the open meeting law poster is posted on the west wall 
in the back of the room. 
 
The claims were distributed for review and approval. 
  
Motion by Samuelson and seconded by Johnson to approve the minutes of the meeting 
held December 16, 2014 as mailed.  On roll call, yea:  Anderson, Johnson, Shaw, 
Samuelson and Fintel; abstain:  Schmidt, absent:  Nuss.  Motion carried. 
 
There was no public input. 
 
Thomas Roemmich II, Highway Superintendent reported that some township officers 
had inquired about renewing the interlocal agreements.  The previous agreements state 
that they are perpetual.  Discussion concluded with keeping the agreements the same 
so there is no need for any changes or renewals.  Tom discussed box culvert work, 
cutting of trees, show work and road work.  The board discussed personal use of county 
vehicles; the county attorney will draft guidelines. 
 
Ted Griess, County Attorney was supposed to be in Omaha for a hearing but it got 
cancelled so he was available via telephone to visit with the board.  The board 
discussed the personal use of county vehicles and a tabled claim.  Ted told the board 
he had filed a motion to have a TERC hearing moved to either a different location or a 
different day.  He hasn’t heard anything back yet.  
 
Supervisor Nuss was not present to discuss the supplemental insurance options or 
changing plan year and minimum hours for health insurance.  These will be placed on 
next week’s agenda. 
 
The Auto Fleet, Inland Marine, and Building & Contents Schedules were received from 
NIRMA.  These were reviewed by the Clerk and Highway Supt. and corrections were 
made before being presented to the board for their review. 
 
Motion by Shaw and seconded by Samuelson to authorize the chairman to sign the 
Auto Fleet, Inland Marine, and Building & Contents Schedules as corrected.  On roll 
call, yea:  Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw, Samuelson, Anderson and Fintel; absent:  Nuss.

Barb Barnett submitted requests for a re-appointment and appointment of new 
members to the Clay County Joint Planning and Zoning Commission. 
 
Motion by Shaw and seconded by Johnson to re-appoint Heather Wharton to the Clay 
County Joint Planning and Zoning Commission for a three year term that will begin 
January 1, 2015 and expire on December 31, 2017.  On roll call, yea:  Shaw, 
Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson and Fintel; absent:  Nuss.  Motion carried. 
 
Motion by Anderson and seconded by Johnson to appoint Steve Furman and Robyn 
VonSpreckelsen to the Clay County Joint Planning and Zoning Commission for a three 
year term that will begin January 1, 2015 and expire on December 31, 2017.  On roll 
call, yea:  Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw and Fintel; absent:  Nuss.
