COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Courthouse, Clay Center, Nebraska, February 24, 2015 at 8:00 A.M.

The Clay County Board of Supervisors met February 24, 2015 as per public notice
given in the Clay County News on February 18, 2015 a copy of the proof of publication
being on file in the County Clerk’s Office. Availability of the agenda was communicated
in the advance notice of the meeting. Chairman Nuss presided with roll call showing the
following present: Fintel, Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Shaw and Nuss; absent:
Johnson. Minutes of the meeting held February 17, 2015 were mailed to the board
members. All of the proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened
meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Chairman, Todd Nuss stated that the open meeting law poster is posted on the west
wall in the back of the room.

The claims were distributed for review and approval.
Johnson entered the meeting at 8:50 A.M.

Motion by Shaw and seconded by Fintel to approve the minutes of the meeting held
February 17, 2015 as mailed. On roll call, yea: Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Shaw,
Fintel and Nuss; abstain: Johnson. Motion carried.

There was no public comment.

Thomas Roemmich Il, Highway Superintendent reported on bridge work. The board
asked about overall conditions of Clay County bridges. Tom said Clay County’s bridges
are in pretty good shape. The Spring Ranch Bridge will be the last big money bridge to
be replaced. Machinery is being serviced this week. Tom learned that roughly
$135,000.00 per mile for straight overlay would be the cost for 2015.

Easement requests were presented and discussed.

Motion by Fintel and seconded by Anderson to approve the easement requested by
Gertrude Schmer for an electrical line across Road X from the NE V4 Sec. 27 T7N-R5W
to the NW %4 Sec. 26 T7N-R5W for irrigation - agriculture use only. On roll call, yea:
Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw, Fintel, Samuelson and Nuss. Motion carried.

Motion by Fintel and seconded by Anderson to approve the easement requested by
Jocelyn Hofmann, Lorraine & Luella Hofmann for an electrical line across Road 319
from the NW V2 Sec. 1 T7N-R5W to the SW V4 Sec. 36 T8N-R5W for irrigation -
agriculture use only. On roll call, yea: Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw, Fintel, Samuelson,
Anderson and Nuss. Motion carried.

The road work report was presented. Motion by Schmidt and seconded by Johnson to
approve the Highway Superintendent’s road work report for the month of February
2015. On roll call, yea: Johnson, Shaw, Fintel, Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt and
Nuss. Motion carried.



Ted Griess, County Attorney presented the resolution to change the required number of
working hours to qualify for health insurance benefits.

Motion by Fintel and seconded by Shaw to adopt Resolution #15-03 changing the
number of hours from 37.5 to 24 (with some exceptions) in order to qualify for health
insurance. On roll call, yea: Shaw, Fintel, Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson
and Nuss. Motion carried. (Resolution on file in Clerk’s office)

Ted discussed a TERC hearing and the process that takes place during appeals of the
Board of Equalization decisions. Linda Whiting, County Assessor was also present to
discuss the process and offer suggestions for changing the process for property
valuation protest hearings. Ted also reported that the hearing has been held but that
the judge has not ruled on the Inheritance Tax case.

The handbook committee recommendations for updates to the handbook were
discussed: Seasonal and permanent part-time employees were more fully defined;
adding e-cigarettes to the no smoking policy and cleaning up language defining a pay
period and pay date.

Motion by Fintel and seconded by Samuelson to approve the proposed changes to the
employee handbook and authorize the County Clerk to make those changes effective
March 1, 2015. On roll call, yea: Fintel, Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson,
Shaw and Nuss. Motion carried.

All employees with email addresses will receive an electronic update. Dept. heads will
be responsible to get copies to those who don't.

Bruce Rumsey, Weed Superintendent presented a report of the 2014 roadside spraying
program. He averages 950 to 1000 miles per year at $15.00 a mile. A bill has been
submitted to the road dept. Bruce attended the Nebraska Weed Control Association
conference where he completed the first half of his continuing education requirements.
At the Twin Valley Weed area meeting it was announced that they had applied for a
grant from the Environmental Trust and received $328,000.00. The Little Blue
Restoration project has received $57,212.00 in grants over the past two years for
mechanical debris removal and vegetation spraying. This year they will complete the
project which should save bridges and slow down the flooding in low lying areas should
we have a major water event. Bruce also reported that the RC&D received a grant for a
household hazardous waste event that will be held sometime in April at the fairgrounds
in Clay Center. The RC&D has also applied for an electronic recycling grant. That
event will be held this fall if the grant is received. Bruce also told the board that he has
signed up for a drift watch program through the Nebraska Department of Agriculture
which will help him be aware of the location of nurseries, organic farms, vineyards etc.

Jeff Franklin, County Sheriff reported on the findings of the tuck pointing company that
inspected the Jail/Sheriff buildings. A proposal will be presented for approval at the
next meeting.



Loren Uden, Emergency Management Coordinator presented a report of meetings and
trainings he attended. Other projects he is working on are the 3" quarter report for
EMPG, the Continuity of Operations Plan for Clay County and work on the re-write of
the All Hazard Mitigation Plan. Loren reported that the plan for the 9 county region we
are a part of is the 2" largest plan in the United States; second to St. Louis. An
Interlocal Agreement was presented for discussion and approval.

Motion by Johnson and seconded by Anderson to sign the Cooperative All-Hazards
Mitigation Planning Agreement as presented. On roll call, yea: Samuelson, Anderson,
Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw, Fintel and Nuss. Motion carried.

Mike Carroll, Custodian reported on the cost for pedestal sinks and faucets for the
men’s restroom, water damage of the ceilings on the third floor, roof concerns and
electrical issues. The pickup that Mike uses needs repairs. Since the pickup is old and
has little value the board told him to look around for a different one.

An estimate for adding water meters to the Marshall Township county farm was
discussed. It was decided to have the renter contact the NRD to find out the regulations
and deadlines before doing anything.

The chairman wanted it noted that the generator at the health department has not been
hooked up; waiting for the power company to finish their job first. It had been reported
at an earlier meeting that the generator was operational.

Motion by Shaw and seconded by Fintel to approve the claims and authorize the county

clerk to issue warrants on the respective funds. On roll call, yea: Anderson, Schmidt,
Johnson, Shaw, Fintel, Samuelson and Nuss. Motion carried.
